
XV. Use Restrictions.

Use of the Condominium Property shall be in accordance with the following provisions solong as the Condominium exists ancl these restrictions shall be for the benefit of and enforceable
by all owners of units in this Conclorniniunr.

The use of the Condominium Property shall be in accordance with the following
provisions:

A' The use of each and every Unit shall be subject to all use restrictions and limitations
running with the land, and shall not be in conflict with, nor in violation of, any present or fururezoning ordinance or ordinances of M]ami Dade County, Florida; provioeJ that any use which
becomes a nonconforming but permissible use by virtue of o futur. ordinance shalt be permissibte.

B' The Common Elements and Lirnited Common Elements shall be used onlv for thepurposes for which they are intended in the furnishing of services and facilitles foi ;;;";;.;
enjoyment of the Unit Owners, their employees, theiibusiness inviteer .no-gu.rrr.

C' No nuisance shall be allowed upon the Condominium propeny, nor any use,practice, noxious odor or loud noise that is the source of annoyance to other Unit Owners or which
unreasonably interferes with the peaceful possession and operation of business and proper use ofthe Property by other Unit owners. All parts of the Condominium property shall be kept in aclean and sanitary condition ancl no rubbish, refuse, trash, or garbage aloweo to accumulate nor
any fire hazard allowed to exist.

D' No immoral, improper, offensive or unlawful use shall be made on the
Condominium Property nor any part thereof, and all laws, ordinances and regutations of allgovernn'rental bodies having jurisdiction shall be observecl.

E' Reasonable rules and regulations concerning the use of the Condominium property
may be niade and amended from tinte to time by the Association in the manner provided by irsArticles <lf Incorporation and By-Laws. Copies of such regulations and amenclmcnts shall bcfurnished by the Association to all Unit ownirs upon request.

F. # g*{ifr EFor n#lfffik#trer displays or advertising shall bemaintained on any part.of the Contnton Elementsilr Limited Comnron Elements or Unit withour
the Association's prior written conscnt. 'this provision does not apply to the Developer.
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G. Without the Association's prior written consent, a Unit Owner shall not cause
anything to be affixed or attachecl to, hung, clisplayed, or placed on the exterior or interior walls
and doors (except those inside Units) or roof, or windows of his Unit; nor shall a Unit Owner
grow any type of plant, shrubbery, llower, vine or grass outside his Unit; nor shall a Unit Owner
place any furniture, fixtures or equipment outsirle his unit.

H. The installation artd use of any equipment in a Unit shatl conform to the generally
accepted or recommended technical specifications for the equipment involved and shall nor
interfere with the use and enjoyment or create any danger to any Unit. prior to the installation
thereof, the Owner shall submit to the Board all technicil data regarding installation and use for
approval. The Board may at any tirne require the installation of insulation or detector machines
or designate:the hours of use of the equipment involved.

I. All mechanical, electrical and plumbing equipment of any kind or narure installedor used in each Unit shall cortrply fully with all rules, regulitions, requiremen6 or
recommendations of the public authorities having jurisdiction and the Unit Owner alorrc shall be
liable for any damage or injury caused by any such equipmenr in such Unit.

J. No Unit Owner shall cause or permit any Hazardous Material (as hereinafter
defined) to be brought upon, transported through, stored, kept, used, discharged or disposed in
or about the Condominium Property by the Unit Owners, its agents, employees or contractors.
Any such Hazardous Material brought upon, transporred through, used, kipt or stored in or abour
the Property which is necessary for a Unit Owners to operate its business will be brought upon,
transported, used, kept and stored only in such quantities as are necessary for the *u"f'31u
customary operations of the Unit Owner's business and in a manner that complies with (l) alt
laws, rules, regulations, ordinances, codes or any other governmennl restrictions or requirements
of all federal, state and local governrnental authorities having jurisdiction thereof regulating such
Hazardous Materials; (2) permits issued for any such Hazardous Marerial (which permirs Unit
Owner shall obtain prior to bringing any Hazardous Material in), on or about the *operty; and
(3) all producers' and manufacturers' instructions and recommendations, to the

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stricter than laws, rules, regulations, ordinances, codes or permis. If the Unit Owner, its aglnr,
employees, or contractors, in any way breaches the obligations stated in the preceding r.nLr*.,
or if the presence of Hazardous Material on the Property caused or permitti by the Unit Owner
results in release or threatened release of such Hazardous Material on, from or under t5e property,
or if the presence of, from or under the Property of Hazardous Material otherwisc arises out of
the operation of the Unit Owner's business, then without limitation of any orher rights or remodies
available to the Association hereunder or at law or in equity, Unit Owner shall indemniff, defend,
protect and hold harmless the Association, Developer and other Unit Owners from any and all
claims, sums paid in settlement of claims, judgements, damages, clean-up costs, penalties, fines,
costs, liabilities, losses or expenses (including without limitation attorneys', consultants,, and
experts' fees and any fees incurred by the Association to enforce the Indemniry) which arise as a
result of the Unit Owner's breach of such obligations or such release or such contamination of the
Prtlpcrty, including, without lirttitations, clinrinution in value ol'thc property, tlanugu; ftrr thc loss
of, or the restriction on the use of, rentable or usable space or any amenity of the diminution in
value of the Property or other properties, whether owned by the Associaiion, Developer or by
third parties. This Indemnity of the Association, Developer and other Unit Owners by rlre Unir
Owner includes without limitation, costs and/or penalties incurred in connection with any
investigation of site conclitions or any clean-up, remedial, removal or restoration work required
by any federal, state or local governmental agency or political su6ivision because of Hazardous
Material present in soil or groundwater on, under or originating from the property. Withour
limiting the foregoing, if the presence of Hazardous Material on the property caused or permitted
by the Unit Owner in any contamination, release or threatened release of Hazardous Material on,
from or under the Property or other properties, Unit Owner shall promptly take ail actions at its
sole cost and expense as are necessary to return the Property and other properties to the cordition
existing prior to the introduction of such Hazarclous Material; proviOed'thar the Association,s
written approval of such actions shall first be obtained (which approval shall not be unreasonably
withheld) and so long as such actions do not have or would not potentialy have any marerial
adverse long-term or short-term effect on the Association or the Properry o, oth., properties. As
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used herein, the term "Hazardous Material" mean any hazardous, radioactive or toxic substance,
material or waste, including, but not limited to, those substances, materials and wastes (whether
or not mixed, commingled or otherwise combinecl with the other substances, materials or wastes)
listed in the united states Department of Transportation Hazardous Materials Table (4g cFR
172'l0l) or by the Environmental Protection Agency as hazardous substances (40 CFR part 302)
and amendments thereto, or such substances, materials and wastes which are or become regulated
under any applicable local, state or federal law including, without limitation, lny material, waste
or substance which is: (1) a petroleum product, crude oil, or any faction thereof, (2) asbestos, (3)
polychlorinated biphenyls, (4) designated as a "hazardous substance" pursuant to Section 3ll of
the Clean Water Act, 33 U.S.C. Section 1251, et seq. (33 U.S.C. Section l3zl)or listed pursuanr
to section 311 of the clean water Act (33 u.s.c. Section I3L7), (5) defined as a "hazardous
waste" pursiiant to Section 1004 oi the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act, 42 U.S.C.
Section 6901, et seq. (42 U.S.C. Section 6903), or (6) clef-rned as a "hazardous subsrance.
pursuant to Section 101 of the Cornprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and
Liability Act,42 u.s.c. Section 9601, er seq. (42 u.s.c. Section q6orl

K. Prof.essional OUices, Tfuffiahdtteoeupie*anrl
are entitled to occupy space under ItU-3 Zoning Classification. Furthermore, no space shall be
used for the following type of business: (l) Auto Body Shop, (2) Auro Mechanics, (3) Heavy
Duty Equipment Repair, (4) Tire Ilusiness, (5) Meat Business, (6) Poulrry Business, (7) Fis-h
Business, and (8) Restaurants. An_\,conveyance of Units or use of Units tuuJrrrerr,4uu \o., r\trurauralrs. AIlV ggny'gyallce ol Untts or use of Lntts tor usc utltcr than tlic
above permitted use shall be deemecl invalicl, void ancl unenforceable, and Develooer. rheDeveloper, the
Association or any Owner shall have the right to seek and obtain any remedy available ar law or
in equity to prevent, prohibit and en join the use of any Unit in a manner not permitred under rhis
Articlc; providcd, howevcr, atty lailure or clcction lbr wlratcver rcason not to sc-ck suclr
enfbrcement of any such foregoing use restriction shall not be deemed in any way to be a waiver
of such restriction or acceptance of the non-permitted use. The foregoing use restriction is hereby
declared, reserved and imposed by Developer as an equitable servitude and restricrive covenanr
running with the Land and each Unit binding upon Developer and all persons claiming by, through
or under Developer, for the benefit of and as a limitation and burden upon the Lod, each Unit,
Developer and all future Owners.

L. The right and obligution to nraintain the Common Elemenrs and the Limired
Common Elements is delegatecl to the Association which has assumecl the responsibitity of such
maintenance. The Association may enter into a contract with any firm, person or corporarion for
the maintenance and repair artd management of the Conckrminium Property and may <telegare ro
the manager or management company all the powers ancl duties of the Association, excepl such
as are specifically required by this Declaration or the By-Laws ro have the approvalof rhe Board
tlf Administration or the memherslrip of the Association. The nranager rnay be authorizcd ro
determine the budget, make Assessrnents, including Special Assessments for Common Expenses
and Limited Common Expenses and collect Assessments, as provided by this Declaration and the
By-Laws.

M. Nuisances: No nuisances shall be allowed upon the Condominium hoperty, nor
any use or practice which is the source of annoyance to residents or which interferes with the
peaceful possession ancl proper use of the Condorninium Propcrty by residena. All parrs of rhe
Condominium Property shall be kept in clean and sanitary condirion and no rubbish, refrrse or
garbage shall be allowed to accumulate nor shall any fire hazard be allowed to exist. No use shall
be made of any unit or of the common elements or limited common elements which would increase
the rate of insurance upon the Condominium Property.

N. Lawful Use: No inrtrioral, improper, offensive or unlawful use shall be made of
the Condominium Property or any part thereof; all valid laws, zoning ordinances and resrricrions
and limitations of records shall be observed. The responsibility of meeting the requirernents of
governmental bodies pertaining to maintenance, replacement, modification or repair of the
Condonrinium Property shall be the same as is elsewhere herein specified.

Pets: Pets shall never be allowed to run freely upon any of the Cordominiumo.
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Property except within a unit, or any Limited common Elements adjacent and appurtenant to ir,and when outside of a unit shall be lcashecl and in the cornpany ot'an individual willing and ableto fully control it. All pets shall be walkecl only in that part of the common elemenrs designatedby the Association fbl that purpose. Any owner maintaining a pet upon the con4ominiunr
Property, or whose guests, lessees or invites bring any animal uponthe Condominium property
shall be fully responsible for and slxtll bear ttre .xpense of any damage to persons or property
resulting therefiom. Any suclt daurage shall be cletermine4 by the goar4 of Administration arul
collected by the Association' If the Board of Aclministration determines, in its sole judgrnent, that
any particular pet is a nuisance, it shall have the power to compel the owner thereof to remove saidpet front the Condominium property.

P' ':" Proviso: Providecl, however, that until Developer has completed and sold allof theunits, neither unit owners or the Association nor the use of the Condominium hoperty shall
interfere with the completion of the proposed inrprovements and the sale of rhe unirs. Developer
lnay tttake such use of the unsolcl urtits atttl conlnron elenrents as nray facilitate such completiorr
and sale, including but not limitecl to, maintenance of a sales offr.., the showing of the
Condominium Property and the display of signs.

a Not to make or cause to be ntade any structural additions or alterations to his Unir,
except as proved in this Declaration; provided however, that no Unit Owner shall do anyrhing wirh
his Unit or the Common Elements or Limited Common Elements which would adversely affecr
the saf'ety or soundness of or any portion of the Association Property or Condominium property
which is to be maintained by the Association. No owner of a Unir shall permit there ro u" -ystructural modifications of alteration in such units without first obtaining the Board,s written
consent, which consent may be withheld, in the event that the Board determines in its sole
discretion that such structural modification or alterations would adversely affect or in any maruEr
be detrimental to the Condominium or the safety and soundness of the Common Elernenrs in parr
or in its entirety. No modification or alteration shall be permitted which would cause any increasetl uny insurance premium paid by the Association. If modification or alteration desired by the
Owner of any unit involves the removal of any permanent interior partition, the Association shall
have the right to permit such removal so long as the permanent interior partition to be removed
is not a load bearing partition, and so long as the removal thereof, would in no manncr affecr or
interf'ere with the provisions oiutility services serving the Condominium or other Office spaces
located therein. All proposecl structural moclitlcations or alterarion shall be pursuanr ro
architectural plans and specifications preparecl by an architect licensed to practice in the Srate of
Florida, and which plans and specification shall be submitted to the Board of Administrarion ar
such time as the applicable Unit Owners requests the Board's consent as provided in this
paragraph' The board of Administration shall have a period of thirty (30) days from rhe receipr
of the plans and specifications withirt which to approve or clisapprove s:une ; provided, however,
that if such plans and specifications are clisapprovecJ the reason thereforc shal be submined within
said thirty (30) days period to the Unit owner. If the Board fails ro approve or disapprove the
plans and specifications ancl/or fails to give its consent to and/or deny rhl requesrcd nrodificatioru
or alteration in writing within said thirty (30) day period, the plans and specifications and rhe unirs
owner right to make the modificatioll as clescribed in said plans and specifications shall be deem€d
approved' If the aforesaid plans ancl specifications are approved then any and all work performed
shall be perfbrmed, if requirecJ, put'suant to a building permit rherefirr issued by the applicable
governnlental authority and a copy of suclt pertttit shall be detivere4 tg the Association prior ro
tlte commencement of any such work. The provision of this paragraph shall not be applicable ro
Developer and Board of Administration approval shall not be required as to structural alterations,
additions or modifications made or proposed be made by Developer. Notwithsanding rhe
foregoing, in the event that a perforation in the roof of the Condominium Building is required in
connection with a Unit Owner's interior improvements, said Unit Owner may have such
perforation(s) made, at said Units Owner's sole cost and expeose, provided the plans and
specifications therefor have been approved in writing by the Condominium project archirecr, and
the work is performed by the contract roofer fbr the Condominium project. ntterations rpt of a
structural nature within a unit may be made without the prior wrinen consent of the Association.
The installation or removal of non-loan bearing partition shall constitute an alteration with a Unir
and not an alteration or addition to a unit. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the provision of this
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paragraph shall not be applicable to Developer.

R. Divider Walls

1' The vertical rvall separating one owner's Unit from the adjacent owner,sunit shall be ref'erred to as a "Divider wall". The location of the plane of the cenrer lineof the divider wall shall be coincident with the vertical plane which serves as the commonboundary between the units. The Developer shall consiruct the initial divider walls andthe approval of the Association, or any other persons or entity shall not be required for theDeveloper t0 construct such cJivider walls. Thereafter a clivider wall shall not be removedor constructed by an owner, except as hereafter provided. In the event a Unit owner
acquiies adjoining units or of flce spices(s) and a divider wall is no longer inrended ro serveto separate the adjoining oflice Spaces, the owner may remove rhe divider wall orconstruct a doorway or passage way though the divider wall or construct a doorw ay orpassage way through the divider wall, but only after having obtained any and all requiredgovernmental approvals. The removal of the divider watf or the construction of such adoorway or passage way shall be at Unit's owner's sole cost and expense. In no event rnay
a divider wall be removed or constructecl if the structural soundness or iategriry of theBuilding may in any way be effected thereby.

2' No divider wall may be constructed by a Unit Owner without the following:

(a) The Board of Adminisrration's prior written approvat, which
approval shall not be unreasonably withheld; and

(b) Receipr of a buikling permit issued by the applicable goverrunenr
body, if required, tbr the construction. The divider wall shall'be constnrcrd so rhat
the vertical plane of its center shall be, to the maximum extent possible, coircident
with the vertical plane which serves as the common boundary between the
adjoining office spaces. Any construction shall be a the expense of the Unit owner
performing same.

3' The part of the divider wall, whether constructed, by the Developer or
adjoining unit owners located with the boundary of the Unit shalt L p"tt of rhe Unit.
Owners of adjoining Units which share a dividir wall shall have a cross easeocnr of
support in the portion of the divider wall not located with in the boundary of their Uni(s).
Maintenance and repair of the divider wall shall be accomplished be thc appropriare
Owners of the divider wall.

Each owner shall be responsible for any damage caused to a divider wall by it,s rrgligence
or intentional acts or the negligent of intentional aits of such owner's anployecs, ageo., or
invitees; and at the cost of saicl repair may be specifically assessed to the owrpr as a special
charge' in the event such owner fails to repair or reconstruct the divider wall and tbe Association
chooses to make such repair or reconstruction; provided however, the Association shall have no
obligation to make such repair or reconstructions.

Notwithstanding anything set forth, herein, the Developer shall be entitled to imtall or
renlove divider walls with out tlte approval of the Board of Administrarion or any otber pcrson or
entity whatsoever.

S' Right to finish interiors. The plans of the development of the Condominium
Property, contemplates that Developer rnay sell certain Units with the interior unfinished, alrd thar
each owner of such a Units will finish the interior or its Unit, including the extersion of all uriliry
services liom common elements to tlte interior or its respective unit. E:rsemcnts rescrvcr1 unto 15e
Developer under this Declaration contemplate that Deveioper, it employees, agents and/or assign,
under contract with the respective Owner, shall conihuct such interior improvenrena-or
alternatively, Developer shall assign such easements rights to the extend necessary to permit
owner to construct such interior improvements. In connection with the forgoing, Developer and
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the Board of Administration shall have the right to approve all plans and specifications for
sonstruction, completion ancl subcurttractors engaging in such construction, conrpletion and
linishing of the interior of Units ancl to approve all contractors and subcontracts engaging in such
construction and finishing. Without lirniting the foregoing, all plans and specification musicompty
with all applicable laws, ordinances, and building .od.r ald include such other additions or
improvements necessary or appropriate for such particular purpose for which the Unit is to be
occupied (such as but not limited to additional support or leaded walls for cerrain types of medical
practices) and all contractors and subcontractors must be duly licensed.

T. Alterations ancl/or atlditions.

I. " There will be no alterations ancl/or aclcjitions to the Common Elements or Limitetl
Common Elements appurtenant to Units (exclucling normal ancl necessary maintenance and repair)
by anyone other than Developer except as authorized by other provisions of rhis Declaration or
by the Board and approved by not less than seventy-five percent (75%) of the Unit Owners' roral
votes' The afbresaid alterations or adclitions nray not prejudice the right of any Owner, unless his
consent has been obtained. The cost of the foregoing will be specially assessed as a Common
Expense or Limited Common Expense. Where any alteration or addition to the Common Elements
or Limited Common Elenrents is exclusively or substantially for the bcnefrt of an Owner
requesting same (e.g. the relocation of pipes or electrical conduit incident to the combination of
two or more Units), then the cost of such alteration or addition will be assessed agairst ard
collected solely for the Owner who exclusively or substantially benefitted, as a Spocial Cbarge or
as a Special Assessment. The Special Charge or Special Assessment will bc levied in such
proportions as may be determined by the Board of Administration to be fair and equitable. Where
such alterations or additions exclusively benefit Owners requesting sarne, said alterations or
additions will only be made when authorized by the Board, and approved by not less than scvenry
five percent (75%) of the total votes of Owners exclusively or substantially benefiting rherefrom.

U. A majority vote of the total voting interest is required if the alrcrabn ardlor
addition materially alters or modit'ies the appurtenances to a Unit or changes the proponion
percentage by which an owner of the parcel shares the Common Expenses ard onrns tbe Common
Surplus.

Notwithstanding anytltirtg in this Declaration ro rhe conrrary, the Board of
Administration shall have the right, but not the obligation, to permit the Owner of a Unit, at his
expense, to install additional windorvs or doorways or other type apertures to such Owner's Unit
or to seal up previously existing windt-rws, doorways or other type apertures to such Owrrr's Unit,
any of which apertures are located in or would be located in a Common Element wall which is a
boundary to such Owner's Unit; pnlvided, however, that such new aperture or sealing up of an
existing aperture would in no way affect the structural integrity or soundness of the Building
consistcttt with the architectural design and aesthetic appearance of rhe Building. Thc Board's
approval, if granted, shall be in writing and shall be upon such terms and conditions as rhe Board
shall determine in its sole and absolute discretion, and the approval of Unit Owners or any
mortgagees, other than the Unit Owner requesting the alteration and the rnortgagee of said
Owners' Unit, if any, shall not be required, except as long as Developer owns a Unit in the
Condominium, Developer's approval shall also be required. The cost arxl expcnse of such
alteration, if approval is given pursuant to this subparagraph 2 to make such alterations, shall be
borne exclusively by the Unit Owner requesting the alteration, and thc cost and expense rhereof,
at the sole discretion of the Board, shall be paid for in advance by the applicable Unir Owner or
shall be levied as a Special Charge against the Unit Owner's Offrce Space ad the Unir(s)
comprising same or said Unit Owner may pay for same by written agreement with the Associarion
as solely determined by the Association. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Board shall have rhe
right to allow the Unit Owner requesting such alteration, or his contractors.(which contractors are
subject to approval by the Board and Developer so long as Developcr owns any Unit), to make
the alteration, upon such terms and conditions as set by the Board, in its sole and absolute
discretion, or the Board may elect to perform such alterations; provided, however, that the Unit
Owner shall pay for the alterations in advance or if the Unit Owner is permitted to perform the
work by the Association, then an amount sufficient to cover that cost of the work as reasonably
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determined by the Association attcl tlte cost of rhe survey and attorneys' fees fbr preparation of theamendment hereinafter referred to shall be deposited with the Association to be used to pay forthe aforesaid items' 
-Notwithstanding anything in this subparagraph to the contrary, the terms andprovisions of this subparagraptr which require the upprouulby the Board of any other unit owneror any mortgagee or any deposit of l'unds with the Association shall be inapplicabte to Developer,where Developer elects to make any alterations as described in this subparagraph, as hereinaboveprovided in the paragraph, need only be executed by Developer and il" ,oag.gee of theapplicable unit affected' if any, ancl by no other person or entity whatsoever. Developer shallperform the work contemplated by this subparagrapn ano not the Association where such alterationaff'ects a Developer owned unit(s). Notwithstanoing anything in this subparagraph to the conrrary,no alterations as contemplated by this subparagrapn strail be made if such alteration would alterthe fractiona'! or percentage shares of Common Elements, Common Expenses, and CommonSurplus appurtenant to any Unit.

Each Unit owner, other than Developer to the extent permined by law, agrees as

1' To be responsible for and to maintain in good condition and repair his Unit
appurtenant thereto, ordinary or extraorclinary, including, without limir,ation, maintenance,
repair and replacettlettt of thc interior sicle ot'the entrance door and all orher doors within
or affording access to a Unit, and the electrical, plumbing, heating and air-conditioning
equipment, fixtures and outlets, if any, lying within the boundaries of the Unit or
belonging to tlte unit owner, at owner's soli cost and expense, exccpt as orherwise
expressly provided to the contrary herein, and to do so in accordance with the original
plans and specifrcatiorts thercfirr or as orherwise clirected by rhe Association.

2. To share the cost of maintenance and repair of Limited Comrnon Elcmens
appurtenant to nlore thatt ottc Unit, by multiplying saicl cost by a fraction, the nunrcraror
of which shall be thc Ultit's percentage ownership of the (lommon Elemenrs arxt rhc
denominator of which shall be the total of the percentages of ownership of tbe Common
Elements of all Units required by this Declaration to maintain and repair such Limired
Cotumott Elenrents the result being each Unit's share of such cost.

w' 'l'o allow the Board or tlte agents or employees of the Association to eoter inro any
unit fbr the purpose of maintenance, inspection, repaiior ieplacement of the improvernenrs wirhin
the Units, the Common Elements or the Limitecl Common Elements, or to deaermirc in casc of
emergency circumstances threatening Units or the Common Elements or Limired Comrnon
Elenrents, or to determine conrpliancc with thc provisions of this Declaration a15 u16 By-l-aws.

X' To show no signs, aclvertisements or notice of any type on the Comnron Elerneils,
Limited Common Elements, or his Unit, except that standard .o.p-y, professional or
corporation slogans and logos may be permitted on each Unit's entry door,ln addition to the name
of the Unit Owner, and on such central signs and directories wnitn may be erected, if any, by
Developer as part of the Common l.llements or Limited common Elements.

Y' Notwithstanding anything to the contrary conmined herein, any UnitOwrrrowning
two or more adjoining Units may retltove non-loacl bearing partitions lrctween some or all of said
Urrits without the prior written conscn( of the A.ssociution; provirled, however, (u) alt costs rclatcd
thereto shall be borne by such Unit Owner, (b) any Mortgagees of Record holding morrgages
encumbering said Units shall consent in writing to such removal, ancl such co6ent may not 5.
unreasonably withheld, (c) such removal shall not necessilate relocation of utility lines, and (d)
all applicable building and fire codes are complied with. In the evenr utility lines musr be
relocated, such partition removal shall be subject to the written consent of the Associarion and any
other Unit Owners adversely aft'ectctl by the relocation of sai<l lines. As elsewhere provi6ed
herein, the removal of said partitions shall not affect the Unit's shares in the Common Eternents
and Colntuon Surplus, tlteir percentage interest in the Common Elements nor their voting righs.

Z. In the event the Unit Owner of a Unit fails in his maintenance obligations as set
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forth herein, or makes an alteration without thc recluired written conscnt, gr otherwisc violates or
threatens t<l vi<-rlate the provisions hcreof, the Association shall have the right to proceed in a court
of equity for an injunction to seek cornpliance witlr the pr<lvisigns hereof. In licu lhcre'f antl irr
addition thereto, tlte Assclciatiort shall havc Lhe right to levy an Asscssrnent agailst thc U'it Ow'cr
and the Unit for such necessary surns to remove any unauthorized acldition or alteration and to
restore the Unit, Comrnon Elements, or Linrited Common Elements to good condition and repair.
Said Assessments shall have the sante force ancl eff'ect as all other Spicial Assessments and the
Association shall have a lien on the Unit to enfbrce same and for the reasonable collection costs
and attorneys'fees inciclent thereto. The Association shall have the further right to have its
employees or agents or any subcontractors appointed by it enter a Unit at all reasonable times to
do such work as is deemed necessary by the Association to enforce compliance with the provisions
thereof. ':-.

AA. The Association shall determine the exterior color scheme of CIe Building ard all
exterior and interior Common Elentents or Limitecl Common Elements. No Unit Owner shall
paint an exterior wall, door, window, or any common area, or install window treatments or
replace anything thereon or affixecl thereto without the Association's written consent.

BB' The location, size, color and letter size of all individual signs shall be as approved
by Developer so long as it controls the Board of Administration and, thereafter,- Ly the
Association. Developer shall have the right, so long as it controts the Board of Administration,
to sell and/or assign sign locations within the Condominium Property. No other sigrs, excep as
permitted herein, shall be allowed in any location or type without prior written approval of the
Association' Such approval by Developer or the Association may not be revoked orrcc it has ben
granted.

CC. Except to the extent (1) expressly provided ro the conrrary herein, or (Z)procceds
of insurance are made available therefor, all maintenance, repairs and replacenrens of, in or to
the Common Elements (other than the Linritecl Common Elements as provided herein) shall be
perfbrmed by the Association as provided in this Declaration ancl the cost aod expense tlrcreof
shall be charged to all Unit Owners as a Comrnon Expense, except to the extenr arising from or
necessitated by the negligence, ntisuse or neglect of specific Unit Owners, in which case such cost
and expense shall be paid solely by (and specially assessed againsr) such Unit Orvms.

XVI. Compliance and Defirult.

Each unit owner shall be governed by and shall comply with the terms of tbc Declararion
of Condominium, the Articles of hrcorporation and Bylaws of tbe Association ad any ad all
regulations adopted pursuant thereto, as they may be amended from time to time. Failure of the
unit owner to comply therewith shall entitle the Association or other unit owner to tbe following
relief:

A. Negligence: A unit owner shall be liable for the expense of any maiilenance,
repair or replacement rendered necessary by his act, neglect or carelessness or by that of any
member of his family, or his or their guests, employees, agents, lessces or othcr invites.

B. Costs and Attorney's Fees: In any proceeding arising because of an alleged failure
of a unit owner to comply with the terms of the Declaration, the Articles of Incorporation and the
Bylaws of the Association, any and all regulations adopted pursuant thereto, as they rnay be
amended from time to time, the prevailing party shall be entirled ro recover thc costs of rbe
proceeding and such reasonable attorney's fees as may be awarded by the court.

C. No Waiver of Rights: The failure of the Association or any unit owrrr lo enforce
any covenant, restriction, this Decluratiort of Condonrinium, the Articles of lncorpordtion arxl
Bylaws of the Association or the regulations adopted pursuant thereto, shall not constitute a waiver
of the right to do so thereafter.
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
